Zoning Certificate Submittal Process

The purpose of a zoning certificate is to ensure compatibility with the zoning code to
protect the health, safety and general welfare of the residents of the City. Therefore, no
person shall locate, erect, construct, reconstruct, enlarge or structurally alter any building
or structure within the City of Silverton without first obtaining a zoning certificate. Any
new business must also apply for and be issued a zoning certificate. The zoning
certificate shall fully comply with all the provisions of the City of Silverton Zoning Code.
